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On October 2, 1925, she opened in Paris at the Théâtre des 
Champs-Élysées, where she became an instant success for her 
erotic dancing and for appearing practically nude on stage. 
As the star of the Folies Bergere, she epitomized the Jazz Age 
with her flamboyant and exuberant singing and dancing.  
After a short while she was the most successful American 
entertainer working in France—whereas in the U.S., she 
would have suffered from the racial prejudices common to 
the era. Ernest Hemingway called her "the most sensational 
woman anyone ever saw."
